Our clierii®velopment Permit Application

has been refused. On behalf of our clients, we hereby appeal the refusal

on the following grounds:

1. The proposed development, Freestandingp@mises Signs, is a
permitted use in the (GVC) Griesbach Village Centre Zois¢ritt.
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2. The site is particularly large (13.22 acres) and can readily support the
additional sign requested without impacting at all the use, enjoyment or
value of neighbouring properties nor on the amenities of the
neighbourhood.

3. The proposd sign locations are at the periphery of the Site and the
requested increases in height will not, in any manner, impact negatively
on the pedestrian oriented character of the Site's interior. Moreover, the
height of the signs art the periphery will notgagvely impact the
neighbouring commercial properties.

4. The proposed development will not harm nor preclude the use of any
tree stands.

5. The proposed development accords with the Griesbach NASP and is
the second step in the sign program approvéeeyBoard in SDABD-
16-146.
