Section 430.1 states that the General Purpose of the (IH) Heavy Industrial Zone is:

to provide for industrial Uses that, due to their appearance, noise, odour,
risk of toxic emissions, or fire and explosion hazards are incompatible
with residential, commercial, and other land Uses. This Zone should
normally be located on the interior of industrial or agricultural areas,
such that it does not interfere with the safety, Use, amenity or enjoyment
of any surrounding Zones.

Study, General Urban Design Policies, states:

b) Greater attention shall be given to improving the location,
siting, Signage comprehendibility and design of signage in the
corridor by:

i) promoting within the business community the voluntary
replacement of older advertising signage;

ii) discouraging the use of portable signs and free-standing
billboards; and

iii) improving directional signage to major facilities such as
hospitals, University, Downtown, and Government Centre.

In the opinion of the Development Officer, the intent of Section
3.4(b)(ii) of the Calgary Trail Land Use Study with respect to
billboards, refers to the built form of large freestanding signs
located along roadways for the purpose of outdoor advertising.

Therefore, the proposed Major Digital On-premises
Off-premises Sign is in contradiction to Section 3.4(b)(ii) of the
Calgary Trail Land Use Study.

Accessory building by a resident of that Dwelling for one or more
businesses that may generate more than one business associated visit per
day. The business Use must be secondary to the Residential Use of the
building and shall not change the residential character of the Dwelling or
Accessory building. The Dwelling may be used as a workplace by a
non-resident. This Use includes Bed and Breakfast Operations but does
not include General Retail Sales, Cannabis Retail Sales or Cannabis
Production and Distribution.

Section 110.1 states that the General Purpose of the (RF1) Single Detached
Residential Zone is:

to provide for Single Detached Housing while allowing other forms of
small scale housing in the form of Secondary Suites, Garden Suites,
Semi-detached Housing and Duplex Housing.

Section 814.1 states that the General Purpose of the Mature Neighbourhood Overlay
is:

to regulate residential development in Edmonton’s mature residential
neighbourhoods, while responding to the context of surrounding
development, maintaining the pedestrian-oriented design of the
streetscape, and to provide an opportunity for consultation by gathering
input from affected parties on the impact of a proposed variance to the
Overlay regulations.
